 Continuous network/grid — but not too much
« On-road or off-road, as appropriate

« Prefer: lower traffic, ample width, direct,
fewer turns and stop signs, stoplights at busy
roads, serve travel destinations

 Look for spot improvements, short links, etc.

* At least 1 tunnel/bridge of Randall (and I1L31)
while trying to improve at-grade crossings

 Be opportunistic, especially during
developments and road projects

* Look for early, easy successes to build
momentum

* Where possible & needed, stripe roads — for
cyclists, parked cars, possible traffic calming

* Do not remove on-road parking

» Do not widen residential front yard sidewalks
to 10’ sidepath width

 Target audience — casual
adult cyclists.

DOWNTOWN

« If on-road, try for a Bicycle
Level of Service rating of
high C or better.

« Bike Route plus wayfinding
signage, or Bike Lanes

* Popular roads for more
advanced cyclists that are
rated lower (low C, high D)
— Share the Road signage
only, not “in the network”

« For Bike Routes
and Bike Lanes, fill
any sidewalk gaps —
for kids and others

Bikeway network — quidelines used

* Do not recommend adjacent trails
(sidepaths) with too many crossings. For
other sidepaths, recommend design tips to
reduce conflicts

« |f sufficient width/need
and no parking, stripe
dedicated 5'+ Bike Lanes

« If sufficient width/need and sparse parking,
stripe shared bike/parking lanes.

» Use pavement markings (sharrows, signal
activation) to guide positioning, including
intersections
