4. COA Revision:  Wall Signage, 160 South Water Street

                (Jim Kirkhoff, applicant)

Jim Kirkhoff explained how the size of the wall signage was slightly bigger than proposed and how it would be mounted.  Vice Chairman Fessler inquired if the mortar joints requirement had been met.  Jeff Albertson replied the plans meet all the zoning requirements and that Vasilion had mentioned he was satisfied with the mounting plans.  Pat Bell asked if the sign would be pinned in the mortar joints.  Kirkhoff replied that the sign would be pinned in the mortar joints.

5. COA Revision:  Rear Entry Deck, 12 East Wilson Street


                (Len Davis, applicant)
Len Davis explained that the only change that was made was to the deck’s spindles/railing.  Davis stated that the aluminum metal tubing to construct the project could be anodized or potentially painted.  Davis advised he has not received a quote yet on wovenized lumber, composite or Trex.  Fessler spoke in favor of Trex being a quality product.  In respect to the ADA compliance on the project plans, Jeff Albertson cautioned against using wood as it makes it difficult to meet the loading requirements of the code.  
Forrest Nelson inquired whether Davis had plans for stops on the project to prevent skateboard riders from frequenting the area.  Davis replied there are piers in the middle of the stair run and that posts could be put into place to break up the area.  Vice Chairman Fessler and Nelson requested that Davis provide samples of products to be used in the construction of this project at a future meeting.
6. COA Review:  Wall Signage, 3 East Wilson Street

7. Discussion:  Historic District Survey Update

The Commissioners reviewed the recent photos that were taken by Ross Kinkade.  Joel Strassman advised he could set up a website for the Commissioners to view the pictures that Steve Vasilion and Ross Kinkade have provided.  Kinkade explained how retakes were necessary for some photos as the light/shadowing of the day hindered having an ideal picture of the historic buildings.  Vice Chairman Fessler inquired how many buildings have been photographed.  Kinkade advised all of Batavia Avenue as well as some of Houston Street and Lincoln Street estimating approximately 20-30 buildings.
Vice Chairman Fessler inquired of Cathy Searl whether she has made any more progress on her information to update the historic district building descriptions.  Searl advised her portion is still a work in progress.

8. Other

( Jeff Albertson stated the limestone window sills at the 100 N. Island Government Center building would need to be restored.  Albertson advised Eugene Matthews Inc. has a space age process using a “Type O” mortar that works to provide faux limestone used in restoration of historic buildings.  Albertson commented the intent would be to replicate the look without replicating the material of the window sills due to the cost factor.  Albertson added the windows and window sills would need replacing/restoring and the City is exploring potential options. Bell commented that the City should set a good example because 100 N. Island is a public building.  Bell added perhaps research could be done into sourcing to locate a denser stone to match the color of the limestone at 100 N. Island and mentioned a quarry near Rock River where stone potentially could be obtained.
( Jeff Albertson advised the City had a meeting with Frank Mares wherein they both expressed that they have not forgotten about his project at the Campana building.  Albertson conveyed that Mares does not want to do a simple fix of the wall in question and is looking for a complete solution for the entire building because the tower of the building is in poor condition and needs to be redone.  Albertson relayed that Mares found a manufacturer who would make the glass block needed, but that the process in making glass block has completely changed from previous known methods.
9. Adjournment

A motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Bell and Nelson seconded the motion to adjourn the meeting at 6:29 p.m.  All were in favor and the motion was carried.
